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Saturday 6th
September was a
highly emotional
day for the long-
suffering supporters
of Notts County.
Faced with the
daunting task of
raising £250,000 in
6 days it was quite
feasible that the
oldest professional
league club in the

world could be playing its last ever game. However two things happened. Firstly
while we may not have the most supporters we have a fantastically loyal group
and there was never a chance that we would accept this situation. And
secondly the football community decided to show their support too.

The amount and level of
support for the world's
oldest professional
League club has been
overwhelming. A special
vote of thanks must also
be given to Nottingham
City Council, whose
loan to the Trust was
vital in the football club
obtaining a reprieve until
9th December from the
Football League. Thank you to everyone that has contributed – the response so
far has been magnificent – and demonstrates the depth of feeling there is for
our football club.

So far we are over half-way to the £250,000 minimum total. We are under no
illusions, it will be difficult, but that Saturday showed it can be done because
our fans and friends care. And when we raise the money, then a representative
of the Trust, and in the sole name of the Trust, will become a board member of
NCFC. The Trust will additionally become a shareholder in the club. That is
quite simply a fantastic achievement. Now, we have a real opportunity, not
just to help ensure the Club survives but also for supporters to have a
significant investment and a real say in our Club's future. That's got to be
worth fighting for!

From the Chair
Without wishing to be melodramatic,
a few weeks ago Notts County
Football Club was on the brink of
going out of business. The reason
why the future is now looking
brighter is due in large part to the
Blenheim consortium, lead by Peter
Joyce. On behalf of the Trust Board
I would like to thank the consortium –
of which the Trust is an integral part –
for all their hard work.

The club may be in safe hands but it is
still far from being safe. We must not
become complacent; we still need the
support of fans and businesses in
Nottingham and beyond to help raise
the funds to ensure the club’s survival.
The next few weeks are crucial in the
countdown to the December 9th
deadline.

We’ve made massive strides towards
raising £250,000 that will enable the
supporters to buy a symbolically
important stake in our football club, but
there is still a long way to go. We need
your help – not just financially – in
achieving this target. You can contribute
in a variety of ways: rattle a bucket on
match days at Meadow Lane, distribute
copies of the Trust newsletter, and help
sell raffle tickets. Every little bit helps.

Finally, six months after our launch, the
Trust has established itself as a credible
voice in the NCFC community. We’ve
begun to develop a working relationship
with the official Supporters Club, with a
clear understanding of the different
mandates and agendas of the two
organizations. We’ve certainly made
mistakes – we’re on a sharp learning
curve and repeatedly remind each other
that we’ve never done anything like this
before – but we’re also determined to
learn from them.
